- To assist in the specific medical/care needs of pupils when specific training has been
undertaken.

- To liaise with the school's nominated person in respect of pupil absence.

- To provide clerical and administrative support including the collection and recording of
money.

- Administer routine tests, assist in the invigilation of exams and undertake routine marking of
pupils work
