The School and its Staff

Pendle View Primary School is a Special School for children from 2 – 11 years who have special educational needs including:- Moderate, Severe and Profound and Multiple Learning Difficulties, Physical Disabilities, Autistic Spectrum Conditions, Hearing Impairment and Visual Impairment and Medical Needs. 
The majority of children at Pendle View live within a 6 mile radius of the school, coming from the towns of Nelson, Colne, Burnley, Barnoldswick, Brierfield and Barrowford.  
The school has 12 classroom bases for pupils in Early Years and Key Stages 1 and 2 which includes 2 classes for pupils with complex Autistic Spectrum Conditions which form our Intensive Support Provision.  We also have a Language and Communication Base, a Sensory Regulation Room, a Multi-Sensory room, a Soft Play room, a Physical Development Room, a large school Hall and school’s offices and staffrooms.  To the front of the main school building there is a large playing field and to the side and rear of the building there are a range of playgrounds, 2 woodland areas, a bike track and a large adventure playground.  

The school has three minibuses which are used to provide the children with a wide range of educational visits and access to our local community.
The Pupils and their Curriculum

Pendle View Primary School currently has twelve class groups which are mainly organised according to age.  We also have 2 specialist classes – EYFS / KS1 complex ASC and KS2 complex ASC which from our Intensive Support Provision. 
The purpose of our curriculum is to provide for maximum pupil success and achievement and to prepare individuals for a fulfilled future life.  They are prepared for this through a wide range of curriculum experiences appropriate to their needs.  This preparation is supported by National Curriculum and sensory teaching and learning, linked to full access and input into the local community.  In addition, the children benefit from the full range of support services and agencies which they need, such as Physiotherapy, Occupational Therapy, Speech and Language Therapy, Educational Psychology, HI and VI support and the School Nursing Service.
OfSTED

The school was last inspected by OfSTED in February 2018 and was judged to be Outstanding.  The school’s inspection report can be viewed on the school website.
