General:

· To demonstrate a personal commitment to equality, teaching everyone in a fair and respectful way showing regard for people’s differences and diversity
· To create a safe, secure and happy environment

Teaching and Learning:

· To plan and prepare work for pupil’s, appropriate to their needs and abilities

· To set realistic and challenging expectations and targets

· To support the identification of and provision for pupils with Additional Educational Needs

· To monitor, assess and record pupil progress

· To implement effective assessment for learning strategies, providing formative feedback to help pupils in their learning

· To provide oral and written reports to parents to inform them of their child’s progress

· To manage pupils’ behaviour effectively and in line with the whole school behaviour management system

· To establish an effective learning environment

Interpersonal:
· Establish good working relationships with all staff

· Direct, organise and manage support staff within the classroom

· Effective liaison within and between school teams

· Establish a good multi-agency working ethos

Other professional requirements:

· A commitment to professional development

· Knowledge of and adherence to school policies and procedures

· Participation in the school’s Appraisal process
